Can you run a trade, either as a master or an assistant. We can train you. 

You will be supervising approximately 10 children. Trades include: 
• Apothecary (making herbal teas, herbal sachets) 
• BakerlTavern Keeper (making, selling Johnny cakes, food, drinks) 
• Builder (constructing buildings from pvc and tarps) 
• Carpentry (making stools and benches) 
• Chandler (making candles) 
• Farmer (working in the farm with students) 
• Militia (marching, training, working with militia) 
• Musician (teaching period music, rounds. folk tunes, Mozart) 
• Paper Maker (making sheets of paper) 
• Printer (printing shop signs, announcements, newspapers) 
• Seamstress (making mob caps, pockets, pouches) 
• Wigmaker (making wigs) 
• Weaver (carding wool, spinning thread, weaving with kids) 
• Weaver (also someone to rethread loom & demonstrate weaving) 

Also on the wish list: 
• Cash donations 
• Carpentry Supplies (label your supplies please) 
• Millinery Supplies (fabric remnants, needles, thread) 
• Photographers 
• Videographers 

If you are skilled in something else that is not listed above, and feel it is 
an appropriate activity for the colonial time period, let us know. We are open 
to your good ideas. We will assign and train you in jobs, however we also 
that parent helpers are independently minded, actively look for places where 
,you are needed, and jump in to help out.
